Our learning journey

	History
In history, we will travel through the Stone Age, Bronze Age and Iron Age looking at the impact from each age. We will explore what humans needed to survive during these times as well as their clothing, weapons, houses and how they have changed to now.
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	Science
In science, children will build on their knowledge and understanding of rocks, fossils and soil. They will name different types of rocks and learn how they are formed. Children will be able to explain the difference between types of rocks. We will learn about fossils, what they are and how they are formed. We will plan and carry out experiments to group the different types of rock.
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	Maths
This half term in Maths, our learning will continue to focus on addition and subtraction of 3-digit numbers across 100. These will continue to include exchanging across 10s and 100s. We will then be moving on to our multiplication and division where we will recap our 2, 5 and 10s before moving on to learning 3, 4 and 8s!
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	English and Reading
This half term, we will finish our reading of ‘Tilly and the Time Machine’. In English, we will be focusing on the story ‘Stone Age Boy’ which we will write our own narrative based on the story. Continuing with our Stone Age theme, we will then look at instructions and will be writing ‘How to Wash a Woolly Mammoth’.
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	Other:
