Year 4 Newsletter (Spring 1)



Welcome back to Year 4 - Fine class! I hope you had a lovely Christmas. As we embark on the second term, get ready for a wealth of learning experiences and engaging projects.
	Our learning journey

	Our History unit for this half term will be the Roman Empire and its impact on Britain.

 We will develop our understanding of why the Romans invaded Britain 2000 years ago. We will also explore how the Roman Empire achieved its invasion of Britain, looking at their powerful army and weapons.   
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	In Science, we will continue our learning on states of matters. We will look at the processes of condensation and evaporation.  

We will then move onto Sound. We will learn how vibrations cause sounds and how sounds travel through different mediums at different speeds. The children will discover how sounds can change in pitch and loudness.
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	In our Maths lessons, we will focus on using formal methods for multiplication and division. In order to be successful in these lessons, it is essential that the children continue to work on their times tables and speed up their recall of times table and division facts. We will then finish the half term exploring length and perimeter.
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	In English, we will focus on writing a playscript based on a section of Julius Caesar – Tales from Shakespeare. Then, we will explore letter writing and we will compose a letter home from a Roman soldier, showcasing our History learning.  Children will continue to work on constructing accurate sentences as well as focusing on improving their handwriting and spelling.
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	Diary Dates: 

PE will take place on a Monday and Tuesday. Children should come to school wearing their PE kits on these days. PE Kits should consist of black, navy or grey tracksuits or shorts (no logos) and a t-shirt in their house colour. 

On Wednesday 4th February – Science of Sound workshop.

On Friday 6th February, we will be celebrating NSPCC Number Day by dressing up as a digit as well as completing lots of different maths activities. 

Friday 13th February – Y4 Showcase Assembly at 9am.  

	Class routines: 
· The children are expected to read at home every night. Reading records and books should be brought to school every day so that a member of staff can read with them in school. These reading books will be changed on a Friday if the reading record has been signed. 
· Each Friday, the children will complete a spelling quiz. The spellings focus will be sent home on a Friday, ready to learn for the following Friday. The children will need to practise these at home (and at school) on a regular basis. 
· Pupils should continue to log onto TTRockstars to improve their times tables knowledge. This is constantly monitored as well as accessed in class to prepare the children for their Multiplication Times Table Check in June.
