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Science
We are continuing with our science topic this term ‘Forces’. We will experiment with air resistance and water resistance. Finally, we will learn about levers, pulleys and gears. 
We will then begin our new science unit ‘Living Things and Their Habitats’. We will be exploring the life cycle and reproduction of animals and plants.
