	adapt
	The adjustment of organisms to match their environment to survive.

	dead
	No longer alive. For example, the dead tree was grey and leafless. 

	environment
	Everything around us, including living and non-living.

	food chain
	A series of living beings in which each serves as food for the next. 

	habitat
	The environment where plants and animals live.

	living
	To be alive and breathing.

	micro-habitat
	A very small place within a larger habitat where tiny living things, like minibeasts, find food, water, and shelter, such as under a log, inside a pile of leaves, or under a stone, providing them with safety and specific conditions like moisture and shade. 

	never been alive
	To have never had life or have been living.

	suitable
	Right for the situation or purpose. For example, “I wanted to buy him a suitable going away gift”. 

	survive
	To remain alive.
