	Plant
	A living thing that grows in water or the Earth

	Tree
	 A woody plant with a trunk.

	Flower
	The part of a flower which blossoms. They attract insets or birds. 

	Fruit 
	Something which grows on a tree or a bush and which contains seeds or a stone covered by a substance that you can eat. 

	Evergreen
	The type of tree that keeps their leaves all year round. 

	Deciduous 
	They lose their leaves during the winter months. 

	Bud 
	Growth at the tip or on the side of a plant stem that later develops into a flower, or a leaf or new shoot.

	Leaf
	 A leaf is a part of a plant that’s usually green and attached to it by a stem or a stalk. 

	Stem
	The main stalk of a plant.

	Root
	It is typically found underground and it absorbs water and nutrients for the plant.
