	Key facts
· The weather changes regularly and tends to be different during different seasons and across different countries.
· Weather symbols are used as a ‘quick’ and ‘easy’ way to show the current weather happening in certain places.
· There are differences in the weather, length of day light and plant life during different seasons.
· In the UK, there are four different seasons. Each season has a different type of weather. 
· Winter is cold, wet and windy. It snows in some areas and gets dark early. 
· Spring brings warmer weather. Flowers start to grow and baby lambs are born.
·  In summer, the weather becomes hotter; there is less rain, but there may be more thunderstorms. 
· The weather starts to get colder in autumn. Leaves change colour and fall off the trees.
