	Our learning journey

	Geography
Our new topic focus is all about Leeds. We will explore this by developing our map skills by locating Leeds on a map and key geographical features using a 4-point grid reference. We will also learn geographical facts about Leeds.
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	Science
Year 3 will finalise their learning about forces and magnets. We will explore how different forces work, including pushes and pulls, and investigate how magnets attract and repel. We will then move on to our topic of plants with a focus of their parts and their functions.
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	Maths
This half term in Maths, we will complete our work on fractions, understanding reasoning with fraction amounts.
We will also dive into money and explore how to add and subtract amounts. We will reach the end of the term by focusing on time. 
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	English and Reading
This half term, we will be starting our new class reading book ‘an Alien in the Jam Factory’. In English we will begin our learning by writing a persuasive leaflet about visiting Leeds linking to our geography learning. We will then explore a range of poems to then write and perform a rhythmic poem.
