	nutrition
	how food works in the body and provides the fuel needed to grow, play and learn

	migrate
	to move from one home, region or country to another

	hibernate
	a deep, long sleep that some animals take during the winter to survive cold weather and lack of food

	classification key
	this is where plants or animals are placed into groups according to their similarities

	human impact
	the impact humans have on the environment and habitats
